e. Proof of successful participation of the trainer course.

9. Costs: The costs for travel will be borne by the sending federation, club or participant. The Seminar Fee is USD 500 which includes the FIDE Fee and all refreshments and snacks throughout the course, free access to Internet and handouts and examination.
